GUIDELINES FOR THE SCHOLARSHIP

 

 

The awards will depend upon the amount collected, which will be evenly divided among recipients.  A permanent $2,500 endowment will be retained in the bank.  Awards will not exceed $500.00 per applicant.
 

Fully completed applications must be received by May 1 of the reunion year accompanied by a graduation type photograph.  Incomplete applications will not be processed.  This includes the photograph.  No applications will be accepted at the reunion.  Checks will be distributed at the banquet, so donations need to be received by May of the reunion year.

 

Applicants need to provide official proof of acceptance to or attendance at an institution of higher learning. This means a current 2021-22 transcript showing the official dean’s seal.  A copy of the acceptance letter is sufficient.
 

An applicant must be full-time student maintaining a 2.0 GPA. Graduate students are eligible for a one-time award.

 

Past award recipients or their representatives will make a brief presentation outlining their academic progress, achievements, and goals for the future at the Reunion banquet.

 

Scholarships may be used to meet any needs the recipients have while attending school.
